[image: ]   I served on active duty for 180 consecutive days, any part of which occurred after January 31, 1955, and before October 15, 1976. 
[image: ]  I served on active duty at any time from August 2, 1990 and ending on January 2, 1992. 
[image: ]  I served on active duty for a period of more than 180 consecutive days, any part of which occurred during the period beginning on September 11, 2001, and ending when prescribed by Presidential proclamation or by law as the last date of Operation Iraqi Freedom. 

[image: ] I have been awarded an Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal (AFEM). All AFEM’s whether listed here or not, are qualifying for veterans preference and must be shown on your DD Form 214. Examples of some of the most common campaign medals are: Vietnam (Service Medal), El Salvador, Lebanon, Granada, Panama, Bosnia, Kosovo, Afghanistan, Southwest Asia (Persian Gulf), Somalia, and Haiti. (Award of the National Defense Service medal alone does NOT qualify).
